


Six easy Steps to Study and Work ...

Step 1 Request an Enrolment Form, which is available by contacting us or our Representative in your country, or by
downloading a copy on-line from our website.

Step 2 Select a Long-Term Intensive Course of 20 or 25 lessons per week for a minimum of 24 weeks, and
complete the Enrolment Form.

Step 3 Send the Enrolment Form to Anglo-Continental and arrange payment of the deposit of US-$ 1000/£ 500
(deductible when you pay your fees).  When you send us your completed Enrolment Form, make sure that
you tell us that you wish to work during your studies. 
Refund Guarantee:  Should your application for a Visa be refused, we will refund any fees paid by you
(after deduction of an administration charge of US-$ 100/£ 50) provided that you send us a copy of the
letter of refusal from the British Embassy before the intended start date of your course.

Step 4 After receiving the confirmation documents from Anglo-Continental, apply for a Visa at your nearest British
Embassy or Consulate.  It may take several weeks to complete the application procedure.  As part of your
enrolment process, the UK Borders Agency will issue a Confirmation of Acceptance for Studies (CAS)
number for you. This number will be stated in the CAS statement and will be sent to you, along with your
other confirmation documents.

Step 5 Whilst your Visa application is being processed prepare your CV (Curriculum Vitae).  Visit the following
websites for advice on how to prepare a CV and how to impress an employer with your CV at your
interview:

Step 6 On arrival at Anglo-Continental request the ‘Study and Work Guidelines’ from Student Services and start
contacting the sources of employment and websites.  Anglo-Continental provides free internet access to
allow you to surf the net.  
We would hope that you should be able to find yourself a job within the first 2 to 4 weeks of your stay,
providing you already have the sufficient knowledge of English required for your choice of work.
